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Eligibility for Study Abroad and Guidelines for Application
General Information

To study abroad is one of the most exciting, rewarding and life changing experiences a student can have. Its numerous benefits include the opportunity to experience a new culture, to make lifelong friends, explore new environments, and learn a new language. Studying abroad also enhances job and graduate school applications.  
Cheyney University is pleased to provide its students the opportunity to study abroad in several countries and in a variety of disciplines through a number of providers and partners. Students may apply to study abroad according to the guidelines below. There may be additional requirements established by specific programs or host universities, such as minimum GPA or level of study. All participants who study abroad through a traditional study abroad program will receive transfer credit for their experience, provided that their chosen program is a credit-.
Students who apply to study abroad must demonstrate that they are flexible enough to adapt to new environments, are able to assume responsibility for their own medical and psychological needs, and are mature enough to respect their host culture as well as fellow program participants.    

Please note that students must first be approved for study abroad by the Office of International Programs. 
A separate application process to the study abroad provider or Host University must be completed.
Students should already have a passport or immediately apply for one.
To be eligible to study abroad, students must:

· Be a student in good standing at Cheyney University for a minimum of one full semester

· Have completed a minimum of 30 credits of coursework at the university level

· Be in good standing academically with a GPA of at least 2.5, unless the GPA required by the program is higher
· Be in good standing financially as verified by the Bursar’s Office
· Demonstrate proof of financial resources as verified by the Financial Aid Office or by documentation of personal funds
· Have no pending student conduct actions.
· Provide medical records and proof of medical insurance which is valid for overseas travel
· Have met with the faculty advisor and Dean to review all policies and guidelines

To prepare for study abroad students must:
· Apply for approval for study abroad through the Office of International Programs online application

· Obtain necessary signatures in verification of the above eligibility requirements
· Apply to program of choice and secure relevant funding and scholarships
· Purchase an International Student Identity Card (“ISIC”) prior to departure

· Sign a Waiver and Release Agreement and Study Abroad Agreement prior to departure

· Attend Study Abroad Orientation with the faculty advisor and Dean
· Participate in reentry program upon return to Cheyney
